As we start off the New Year, we praise God for a solid first 
month of activities at Maple Evangelical Church. We had 
our first Sunday Worship service on December 2nd and we 
followed that up with our Christmas meal and program.

Judy, Rebecca and Ev (our 
youngest member at 94) are teaching English to a group of 
ladies twice a week at the school. Sowing is taking place! 
The 4 member pastoral team is fully functioning now so 
leadership ministries and responsibilities are being shared. 
Please pray that God would continue to give these men 
integrity of heart and skilled hands. We covet your prayers 
so that God would transform lives and would cause His 
church to grow in love, peace and unity. Pray that the team 
members would serve in the strength and joy of the Lord.  
 
As we exercise leadership at the church plant, we continue 
to exercise leadership for Latin America. As a member of 
the Directional Team (DT) for ReachGlobal in Latin 
America, Omar is responsible for encouraging and 
developing initiatives that will help churches to develop their 
own equipping strategies. The end goal of these initiatives 
is that church members might be equipped to serve in all 
areas of the church’s God-given mission. As a member of 
the DT, he is also the point person for crisis management 
for the Region and is involved in Area-wide strategy and 
decision making. As you might imagine, we have our hands 
full and we need God’s strength every day!
